Voices of Recovery: "Because I Want a Fresh Start!" 

 

We interviewed members of our centre (former gambling addicts) 

to understand their journeys: 

 

Why They Started Gambling 

- Introduced to gambling by family or friends. 

- Grew up in environments where gambling was normalized. 

- Boredom, loneliness, or escapism from life’s hardships 

(e.g., broken relationships). 

- Greed. 

- Misunderstanding gambling as harmless entertainment. 

 

The Illusion of Early-Stage Gambling 

- Short-term joy from winning. 

- Temporary escape from stress. 

- False belief in self-control. 

 

Consequences of Addiction 

- Financial ruin: Lost savings, borrowed money, and 

spiralling debt. 

- Family breakdown: Strained marriages, neglected children. 

- Loss of self-worth: Lies, broken trust. 

 

Why They Chose to Quit 

- Desperation: "I was drowning in debt, jobless, and 

isolated—working only to feed my addiction." 

- Guilt: "I failed my children and spouse, causing irreversible 

harm." 

- Fear: "Loan sharks hounded me; every phone call terrified 

me." 

- Hope: "Because I want to rebuild my life!" 

 

 



 

Why They Turned to the Christian Centre for Gambling 

Rehabilitation 

- "I met someone in a casino covered in self-inflicted 

cigarette burns—pain couldn’t stop him. But the Bible says, 

‘I desire to do what is good, but I cannot carry it out’ 

(Romans 7:18). Here, I found freedom." 

- "I relapsed after years of ‘quitting.’ Only through this 

centre and God’s grace did I truly stop." 

- "We need fellow strugglers for support. As Jesus said, 

‘With man this is impossible, but with God all things are 

possible’ (Matthew 19:26)." 

- "Faith in Christ, Scripture, and regular fellowship gave me 

strength to resist." 
 

Wisdom from Survivors 

- "You can choose not to gamble. Tomorrow doesn’t have 

to mirror today. The choice is yours." 

- "I won big once, but before I could count the chips, I lost 

them all." 

- "Avoid carrying cash—it tempts you to gamble." 

- "Gambling steals not just money but dignity, conscience, 

and trust." 

- "Only Jesus transforms lives! Living by the Bible brings 

blessings!"
