    Hello all, I am Kwok. I met Elder Ng a few weeks ago when he visited 
my local Chinese church in Hounslow to give a sermon on the work he 
does at the Christian Centre for Gambling Rehabilitation (CCGR). After 
hearing him speak, I decided to inquire about volunteering with CCGR, 
in the hope that I could offer some kind of relief/support to the children 
whose parents are involved in this awful addiction. 
 
    My wish of offering any kind of help to these innocent children has 
been something very close to my heart. In my childhood, I had to live 
through this unfortunate situation myself with parents deeply entangled 
in this destructive habit which left me and my siblings being neglected. 
This in turn left me feeling very unloved and insecure in my childhood.  
 
    I remember as a child crying out for help, wishing that some kind soul 
would come and talk sense into my parents, as their gambling addiction 
was destroying our family. There were many tears shared among us 
three children. In my forties, I suffered depression for long periods not 
realising the flashbacks of these bad experiences in my childhood were 
contributing to my poor mental health during this period. 
 
    My personal relationship with my father was also very complicated. 
On one hand, I longed for a father I could look up to. On the other, I was 
highly critical of him on many fronts. We ended up stopping 
communication with each other for over 12 years, only managing to 
repair our relationship one-month before he passed. This has been one 
of the biggest regrets in my life. I felt that towards the end of his earthly 
life, he finally became a man I would be proud to say... This is my dad, 
sincere servant to God, a Christian and good egg. 
 
    I guess the reasons for this short article I am writing here are: before 
you think about gambling consider the consequences. Spare a thought 
for your loving parents, partner and children. They are suffering and 
crying aloud for help due to the choice you have made to gamble. Lastly, 
in your moments of weakness, I encourage you to pray to God sincerely 
for guidance and keep your faith with grateful heart.
